Inequality Worsening Since

The richest 5 percent of households have average 
incomes 13.4 times as large as the bottom 20 
percent of households and 4.5 times as large as the 
middle 20 percent of households.

After decades of widening inequality, Virginia's 
richest households have dramatically bigger 
incomes than its poorest households.
